Procedure for Getting Medication through Genoa Pharmacy
1. Check/verify the consumer’s insurance type.

2. If the consumer has Medicaid, Healthy Michigan, or Medicare D, their medication will be covered. DO NOT call or send anything to UM. (We do not cover any co pays.)
3. If the consumer has GHP- B some medications are covered.  A list is available on the internet at https://www.healthplus.org/Providers/Provider-Resources/Pharmacy-Center/Drug-Formularies/County-Health-Plan-Formulary/ Most Med Clinic nurses also know what is covered.  Some medications not covered on the GHP-B formulary may be covered by the GHS General Fund formulary on the internet:

http://www.genhs.org/ located under “For Providers”, then “Utilization Management” (a copy of the formulary is on the following page, but please always go to the internet posting for the most current version). 
4. If the consumer has Medicaid Deductible (spend down) please try and schedule their appointments at the beginning of the month so there is a chance they may meet the deductible by the end of the month. If a consumer has Medicare but does not have Medicare D assist them in signing up as soon as possible.  Contact UM to let us know when the consumer will get Part D.

5. If the consumer has NO INSURANCE send the consumer to the Genoa Pharmacy located at 420 W. Fifth Avenue, Flint.  Prescriptions prescribed by contracted providers that are formulary are covered through Genoa without requiring UM approval.
6. Always try using samples and patient assistance plans first if a consumer has no insurance.
7. Trouble shooting: 
If the consumer reports they can’t get their medication get as many details as possible:
Is it too soon?
Does the pharmacy or our system have the correct insurance information? Is the name spelled correctly?
Is the DOB correct?
Some meds need prior-authorization through the insurance plan. The case manager or nurse can make that call.
