State Inpatient Facility Admissions Procedure For Adult Mentally Ill and Intellectually/Developmentally Disabled:

Background:  
In compliance with the Michigan Mental Health Code, Act 258, Public Acts of 1974, as amended, 330.1423 (1-2), 330.1425, 1434(1-4) for MI Consumers and 330.1504-1516 for Intellectually/Developmentally Disabled. Genesee Health System (GHS) authorizes admissions for identified client populations.

These include Persons that are Mentally Ill/Developmentally Disabled on involuntary Status (Court Ordered Treatment) who are admitted into the hospital with significant, persistent, complex, and/or serious psychiatric conditions/developmental disabilities which exacerbate serious behavioral concerns preventing them from functioning in a community setting.

Covered services could include Short-term or Long-term stay at a Psychiatric Hospital until the individual is stabilized psychiatrically and behaviorally. 

Parameters:

The Community Hospital Liaison Office or the State Hospital Liaison will be notified by the local inpatient unit (IPU) staff to request assessment for transfer to the state hospital. The Community Hospital/State Hospital Liaison will obtain a letter requesting state hospital admission from the IPU treating psychiatrist. The IPU staff will provide an in-depth clinical picture of consumer’s current mental status and copies of the IPU clinical record. The Community Hospital Clinical Liaison will forward all information to the State Hospital Liaison in the Utilization Management department for review. 
Procedure:
· The Community Hospital Liaison will notify the State Hospital Liaison of the request for state hospitalization and provide the psychiatrist’s request letter and all relevant clinical documentation.
· The State Hospital Liaison will review the request and all documentation and provide a written summary for review by the Supervisor of Utilization Management. 
· In cases where the State Hospital Liaison and Manager do not approve the admission and the provider disputes this decision, the Director of Access, QM, and UM will be consulted.

· State Hospital Liaison will provide the admissions Social Worker at the state hospital with an admission packet once it’s obtained from the IPU. 
· The State Hospital Liaison will review the packet to insure all needed documents are present, such as Health appraisal, current psychiatric evaluation, biopsychosocial assessment, social work evaluation, guardianship documentation if applicable, current medications, psychiatric history, medical history and physical and person-centered plan.

· State Hospital Liaison will arrange ambulance transportation to the state hospital once an admission date is set by the state hospital. 

· State Hospital Liaison will follow up with internal or external community service provider and inform them of consumer’s admission to the state hospital.

· State Hospital Liaison will follow up with hospital/consumer regarding discharge planning if LOS is greater than thirty days.
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
